Newcastle Art Gallery has been at the
heart of our city’s arts and cultural
history for over 40 years.

The expansion project will deliver an additional
1,600 square metres of exhibition space to
showcase our city's collection and our artists’
most groundbreaking concepts. This expansion
will cement Newcastle's position as one of
Australia's leading cultural facilities and
significantly increase visitation to the city.
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The project will also deliver a new café and
retail shop, multi-purpose and educational
program spaces, a secure international
standard loading dock, and will extend the
building's footprint east along Darby Street
and Queen Street.

While Newcastle Art Gallery is being
reimagined, we will continue to deliver
ambitious offsite and digital programming for
the community.

Construction is scheduled to be completed at the end of 2024. A period of commissioning will then
follow, ahead of the Gallery's relaunch in 2025.

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What is happening on site?

+ Late last year the expansion of Newcastle Art
Gallery reached new heights with the installation of
a 33-metre-high hammerhead tower crane on site.

* The crane is busy lifting around 260 tonnes of
reinforcing mesh for the concrete floors, beams,
columns and walls. It will also lift 112 tonnes of
structural steel for the construction of the fagade,
the roof and the atrium, and it will lift around 3,000
square metres of roof sheeting into place.
